One method is to polish it repeatedly with a 

soft cloth. The second method for completely cleaning 
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tarnished silver is to wrap a plate in aluminium foil and 

soak it in water with one tablespoon of table salt and one 

tablespoon of water softener salt. Make a solution of the 

salts in water. Next, dip the silver in your market solvent 

for a few minutes to see the tarnish fade and the 

jewellery become gleaming.
